BC Fruit and Vegetable Program:
Volunteers 
The BC Fruit and Vegetable Program requires a coordinator with FOODSAFE Level 1 to receive local farm produce.  Additional volunteers are needed to help prepare and distribute the food to the classrooms.  A schedule is available for those interested. 
Book Fairs:
Volunteers

Book Fairs are generally held twice per year (French and English).  Assistance is required for processing the sales transactions.
Call Back / Safe Arrival:
Volunteers 
Volunteers are asked to be present at the school for up to 1 hour to telephone homes of students who have not arrived and have not called the Safe Arrival number (250-652-1312).  Both morning and after lunch positions are available (after lunch spots are usually filled by the afternoon Kindergarten parents).  You may sign up for once a month or once a week or anything in between.  Preschool siblings are welcome to join you during your shift.  This program’s success depends on the help of many parents. Canadian Parents for French:

Representative and Volunteers 
The Canadian Parents for French (CPF) Representative position is coordinated through CPF-Saanich.  Volunteers may be needed throughout the school year for various activities, such as the annual magazine drive, special events, etc.

Winter and other Seasonal Fun projects: 

Volunteers  
These fun seasonal projects were introduced to our school in 2006 and were a great success!  They added a festive component to the school and fostered a sense of pride.  This is a short term commitment over the course of 3-4 weeks. 
Cross Country: 
Volunteers 
Beginning in mid-March, students in Grades 5, 4, and 3 have the opportunity to run cross-country and participate in district meets.  Grade 2 students can participate in training.  Volunteers are needed to run with the kids during the lunch break and to stand at corners and road crossings to direct the children through the run.

Crossing Guard: 
Volunteers 
The coordinator organizes and trains parent and student teams (usually Grade 4 or Grade 5) to perform crossing guard duties at the crosswalk in front of the school on Central Saanich Road.
Grade Five Farewell Committee:   

Coordinator and Volunteers 
To work with administration in creating a memorable farewell activity for the grade 5’s and to assist in the program for the grade 5 school wide recognition. 
Greening Committee:   
Volunteers
To assist with special gardening, tree planting, or other initiatives, which expand the usefulness of “green space” on the school property. 
Head Lice Check Program:

Coordinator and Volunteers
Volunteers are needed on an “as required” basis (usually once a month) to help check students for lice.  Past experience is not required and basic training is provided. A coordinator is needed for this program or it will not run. 
Hot Lunch Program:

Volunteers
Four coordinators manage the monthly Hot Lunch Program.  Many volunteers are required to assist the coordinators on the designated Hot Lunch payment/order form counting days and on each Hot Lunch Day to prepare and deliver the orders to the classrooms.
Library Helpers: 
 Volunteers 
Volunteers assist the Librarian, particularly with book circulation and repair.
School Supplies:
Coordinator and Volunteers
We need an individual or a team of people to work with the school to place, receive, and distribute the pre-ordered school supply packages.  The tasks for this project will occur in May, June and September 2011.
Emergency Preparedness:
Coordinator and Volunteers
Volunteers assist the coordinator to ensure that supplies in the school’s earthquake kit are complete, up-to-date and in good working order. Additional programs may include family emergency education. 
Social Responsibility Committee:

Volunteers
Volunteers are required to assist with various initiatives developed by this committee throughout the school year.

Staff Appreciation:  
Volunteers 
The Coordinator determines the date of the Staff Appreciation Luncheon, and is responsible for arranging for decorating the Multi-Purpose Room and organizing the lunch, including clean-up.  Cooks, bakers, and other volunteers are required to provide the food and beverages, set-up, serve, and clean-up following the event. 

Traffic Safety Committee:
Coordinator and Volunteers
This group works to raise awareness of approved parking places, to improve traffic flow in and around Keating, and to create a safe environment during drop-off and pick-up.
Spring Fair:

This is a huge event put on by KHASA every second year, with the next event planned Spring 2012.  It is our major fundraising event and requires the participation of every Keating family.
