· Basic French Immersion resource review for each grade level will begin

· Keating’s letter to parents with respect to skating field trips in response to new legislation on school fees resulting in one skating field trip per division for 2006/07 instead of the planned three trips per division
· Open meeting at Stelly’s on December 5th allowed for the School Board and parent perspectives to be voiced with respect to the new legislation on school fees

· COPACS will be asking PACs to distribute a questionnaire to find out parent views about next steps for the School Board as the District is experiencing a shortage of $2.5 million for programs and a shortage of $0.5 million for field trips

· Healthy School Action Plan – Tracy Zeisberger
· In October, information was received on the International Walk to School Program as well as the Way to go School Program, which is sponsored by ICBC and involves creating safer traffic around schools and many programs throughout the year to encourage healthier schools.  A Healthy School Committee could be set up to follow through on these types of programs throughout the year
· Along Healthy School Committee planning, Mr. Notte reported on a Ministry of Education program that had been introduced in Brentwood Bay Elementary and Sidney Elementary where fruit and vegetables were supplied by the ministry every other week and were prepared for the students by a TA.  The ministry is expanding this program to all schools – discussion.  Patricia Wall volunteered to help coordinate this program at Keating.
