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The purpose of the Hot Lunch Program is to:

· Provide a healthy lunch by adhering to the Healthy Food Guidelines

· Encourage students to experience and try new foods with classmates, and

· Raise funds for KHASA

As a monthly fundraising program, it requires the coordinated effort of a larger number of volunteers, including 4 lunch coordinators, 6 to 8 counting volunteers, the Popcorn Lady and over 24 Hot Lunch day volunteers.  

During the 2009/10 school year, the Committee continued with the committee format of having 4 persons coordinate the hot lunch; Volunteer/Communications Cooridnator (Alison Cairns), Counting (Sandell Bowler), Day of (Darcy Winkel) and Food ordering (Tracy Zeisberger). And we have one additional constant in our team Sue Phillips AKA the Popcorn Lady. 
We decided to limit our vendors this year to ensure that we continue to offer a variety while working with vendors that provided us with the level of service and food quality we require.   Those vendors included: Subway, Booster Juice, Taco Time, Quatro Stagionne, Broadmead Bakery, Villages Pizza and True Value Foods who offers us all food at cost in addition to giving us True Value dollars for our Keating account.  

New this year was the addition of using local farmers when possible.  We used Vantreight Farms for carrots and strawberries, Oldfield Orhard for pears and apples.  We recommend continuing to use local producers where possible.  

As a result of the late start of school following summer break, we did not offer a hot lunch for September.  Ordering was done in batches Oct-Dec, Jan-Mar and April – June.  We would recommend this again for 2010/11. 

As in 2009, the committee has received approval from KHASA executive to offer a free hot lunch in June to include free hot dogs, veggie dogs, watermelon and popcorn.  We will use True Value and Coop gift cards as much as possible to fund this program. 
For 2010/11, the committee is recommending implementing the online Hotlunch ordering.  The commtttee will look into it over the summer to ensure it meets our needs ad then have it up and running by September 1. We are expecting work load to be reduced for the committee as a result of the online ordering, primarily in the area of counting and ordering.  This will also result in less volunteers required for the counting days.  

We are pleased that all committee members are staying on board.
